Results for the 2nd Quarter of 2010

Sao Paulo, August 12, 2010 — Companhia de ConcessGe s Rodoviarias
(CCR), Brazil's largest road concession operator in terms of revenue,

announces its results for the 2™ quarter of 2010.

The results of Controlar were included into CCR as of August 13, 2009.
As of January 2009, the costs of the concessionaire ViaQuatro
previously registered as deferred assets, will be recorded on the income
statement as a result of the adoption of Law 11,638/07 and Executive
Order 449/08. The financial information excluding the above mentioned
effects are herein referred to “Excluding ViaQuatro and Controlar” and

the results are Pro Forma.

Companhia de Concessbes Rodoviarias — CCR’s quarterly financial
information (ITR) herein presented is in accordance with Brazilian company
law, based upon revised financial data. The non-financial information, as
well as operating information, was not reviewed by the independent

auditors.

The Quarterly Statements (ITR) presented herein are in accordance with
accounting practices adopted in Brazil, incorporating the rules established by
the Securities Exchange Commission (CVM) pursuant to Brazilian Corporate
Law, including changes introduced by Law 11.638/07 and Provisional
Presidential Decree 449/08, subsequently converted into Law 11.941/09, and
the Pronouncements issued by the Accounting Pronouncements Committee
(CPC), consistently applied to the accounting practices described in
Explanatory Note 3 with regard to the Company’s annual financial statements
referring to the fiscal year ending December 31, 2009, disclosed on February
18, 2010.

As permitted by CVM Decision 603/09, the Management of the Company
decided to present the quarterly information according to the accounting rules
in effect on December 31, 2009. The main accounting changes to be

introduced during the 2010 fiscal year are described in Explanatory Note 3.



Unless otherwise stated, all financial and operatin g data herein are presented on a consolidated

basis in Reais (R$) pursuant to Brazilian Corporate Law and all comparisons refer to 2Q09 and
1HO09.

@ The Company's results include the effects of Controlar and ViaQuatro, projects currently in the
ramp-up phase.

@ Net Revenue was R$ 899.7 million (22.1%) in 2Q10; with regard to 1H09, net revenue stood at
R$ 1,737.0, an increase of 19.6%.

@ EBIT totaled R$ 415.7 million (+18.1%) in 2Q10 and in 1H10 it was R$ 820.6 million (+17.6%).
The EBIT margin was 46.2% (-1.6 p.p.) in 2Q10, and 47.2% (-0.8 p.p.) in 1H10.

@ EBITDA totaled R$ 554.8 million (+18.9%) in 2Q10 and R$ 1,094.9 million (+18.8%) in 1H10;
the EBITDA margin was 61.7% (-1.6 p.p.) in 2Q10 and 63.0% (-0.4 p.p.) in 1H10.

@ Net Income totaled R$ 156.2 million (-14.1%) in 2Q10 and R$ 291.7 million (-13.7%) in 1H10.
Normalizing the Net Income in the 2Q10, i.e., booking the deferred RodoAnel tax asset and
excluding ViaQuatro’s mark-to-market hedge effect, the pro forma Net Income for 2Q10 would
be R$ 183.0 million. Compared to 1H10, for normalization purposes, besides the
aforementioned effects, also excluded is the non-recurring result reported in 1Q10, and
therefore the normalized Net Income for 1H10 would be R$ 359.5 million.

@ Traffic grew by 22.8% in 2Q10 and 21.0% in 1H10. Using the same traffic base, traffic
increased 12.2% and 11.3% respectively.

@ The number of AVI (electronic toll system) users rose 41.0% compared to 1HOQ9, totaling
2,168,000 active tags.

@ Company's Management proposed distribution of intermediate dividends in the amount of R$
1.25 per share, totaling R$ 551.7 million.

@ On August 3, 2010 the Company announced to the market that its Companhia de Participagdes

em Concessdes (CPC) subsidiary signed a Contract for Purchase and Sale of Shares and
Quotas and Other Covenants for the direct and indirect acquisition of 73.45% of the capital
stock of the Rodovias Integradas do Oeste S/A concessionaire. The Company’s investment,
subject to adjustments pursuant to the Contract for Purchase and Sale of Shares and Quotas
and Other Covenants, will be R$ 947.2 million. The conclusion of the acquisition is subject to
precedent conditions foreseen in the Contract for Purchase and Sale of Shares and Quotas and
Other Covenants, what authorization of the Granting Power, the liberation of guarantees
supplied by the Sellers and/or their affiliated companies to the creditors of Rodovias Integradas
do Oeste S/A and the favorable conclusion of the acquisition of the remaining portion of the

capital stock of Rodovias Integradas do Oeste S/A.

Renato Alves Vale: “Itis with great satisfaction that we once again present our shareholders, employees,
road users, the market and the public in general with the results obtained by CCR, for the second quarter
of 2010.

The recovery of the world economy continues to support the Brazilian economy, which is reflected in the
results that have been presented by CCR. We are highlighting our strong consolidated traffic growth,
which on comparable bases, equal to the same period of the previous year, demonstrated growth of
12.2% during the second quarter of 2010.

This performance makes it possible for CCR to continue with its commitment to distribute dividends to
shareholders, through the proposal of intermediate dividends in the amount of R$1.25 per share, totaling
R$ 551.7 million.

Finally, we continue to be confident regarding our future prospects, positive for the development of
infrastructure projects and expectations of new growth opportunities, due to the World Cup (2014) and the

The booking of Renovias and Controlar is proportional to CCR’s 40% and 45% respective interest in the
concessionaires. It is worth mentioning that Controlar’s results were incorporated into CCR as of August 13,
2009. The same applies to STP and ViaQuatro, in which CCR holds interests of 38.25% and 58.0%,

respectively. CCR reports 100% of the revenue for all the other operational concessionaires.

In 2Q10, Consolidated Net Revenues rose 22.1%, and were up 19.6% in 1H10, compared to the same

period the previous year, reaching R$ 899.7 million and R$ 1,737.0 million, respectively.

Deductions on Gross Operating Revenues increased 20.8% in 2Q10 and 32.1% in 1H10, compared to
2Q09 and 1HQ9, respectively representing 9.0% and 9.2% of Gross Revenues. In addition to the growth
from new businesses, the increase in Deductions was also due to the end of the ISS discount on the

fixed concession fees of AutoBAn, as agreed in 2006 through Addendum 16/06.

Calendar Effect

To better understand the growth and/or reductions in the concessionaires’traffic of the CCR
Group, it is necessary to take calendar effects into consideration. The growth between periods in a
given year with the same period the year before (month, quarter, year) is analyzed, excluding the impact
produced by differences in the number of business days, weekends or holidays from each traffic
category analyzed. This methodology consists of standardizing the days affected by holidays and
adjusting the period in question to have the same number of business days, weekends or holidays as
the comparison base.



Consolidated Traffic Excluding ViaOeste (+12.2%) An  alysis of 2Q10 versus 2Q09

Passenger Cars (+4.9%)

Passenger car traffic increased +4.9% over 2Q09, the result of the contribution of +5.6% natural growth
and a -0.8% calendar effect. This negative calendar impact was due to the position of the holiday on
April 21 and May 1 of this year, which were not favorable for passenger car traffic. Another effect noted
was that Easter eve (Wednesday) this year fell in the 1% quarter, whereas in 2009 it occurred in the

month of April.
Commercial Vehicles (+18.1%)

Commercial vehicle traffic rose +18.1% compared to 2Q09, the results of the contribution of natural
growth of +17.2% and a calendar effect of +0.9%.

We are highlighting below the main variations in 2Q10 with regard to the same period of the previous

year:

NovaDutra — On March 17, 2010 new two-way toll collection was initiated at the Aruja (former Paratei
Norte) and Guararema (former Paratei Sul) toll plazas.

ViaOeste — On January 17, 2010 a barrier-type tollbooth system was introduced at the Osasco and
Barueri plazas. Through this new configuration, all traffic that uses the Castello Branco central lanes and
service roads are charged tolls. The growth of the traffic in 2Q10 was 70.3% over 2Q09 (passenger cars
up 73.5% and commercial vehicles up 66.8%).

RodoAnel — On April 1, 2010 traffic was open to the southern stretch of the S&o Paulo Ring Road,
which contributed to the substantial increase in truck traffic along the West Ring Road. The growth in
traffic during 2Q10 over 2Q09 was +23.2%, of which +6.8% was in passenger vehicles and +49.0%

represented commercial vehicles.

STP
The “Sem Parar” electronic payment system reached 2,168,000 active tags in 1H10, up 41.0% over 1HO9.

CCR’s Electronic toll payment means grew 31.9% in 2Q10 and 31.6% during 1H10, compared to the same
period of the previous year. The share of electronic means of payment as a percentage of overall toll
revenues was 58.9% in 1H10.

In August 2009, we acquired a 45% interest in Controlar S.A. the company responsible for
environmental inspections of vehicles in the city of S&o Paulo. In 2009, only part of the fleet existing in
Sdo Paulo was required by law to perform the inspections, but starting in 2010 the entire fleet of
vehicles registered in the city of Sao Paulo will be required to pass the inspections. In addition, the 2009
vehicle inspection deadline was extended to January/2010 and, consequently, in the first half of 2010

Controlar undertook inspections relative to 2009 and 2010, as shown below. We are emphasizing that



there is no comparison with 1H09'’s results in the following table due to the fact that the consolidation of

Controlar occurred only in the month of August 2009.

ViaQuatro

The concessionaire is responsible for the operation and maintenance of Line 4 of the city of S&o Paulo’s
subway, which connects Luz Station in the city’s center with the Vila Soénia district in the city’'s western
guadrant. Containing 12.8 km, Line 4 will have 11 stations that will be delivered to the population in a

phased-in manner.

The second quarter of 2010 was scheduled for the startup of Line 4. On May 25, the Paulista and Faria
Lima stations were inaugurated for a period of tests, and only on June 21 did commercial operations
begin. At first, the commercial operating hours are 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and this will be gradually increased

with the inauguration of two more stations, Butant& and Pinheiros, scheduled for the end of the year.

The Paulista and Faria Lima stations, recently opened, are part of the first stage of the Line 4, which will
be concluded by the beginning of 2011, when another four stations will enter into operation. These
include: Butanta, Pinheiros, Republica and Luz. By 2014, another five stations will be in full operation:
Higiendpolis-Mackenzie, Oscar Freire, Fradique Coutinho, S8o Paulo-Morumbi and Vila Sénia. It is
estimated that approximately 1 million persons will use Line 4 once it is fully operational (after the

second phase).

Total Costs increased 25.8% in 2Q10 and 21.4% in 1H10, reaching R$ 483.9 million and R$ 916.4
million, respectively. Excluding ViaQuatro and Controlar, the Total Costs rose by 21.6% in 2Q10 and
17.6% in 1H10, any line with the growth of Net Revenue. The main reasons for these variations during

the quarter are discussed below:

Depreciation and Amortization: The increase was due to the higher transfer of assets in progress to
definitive assets (and the consequent initiation of depreciation), as well as the amortization of goodwill

from the acquisition of 45% in Controlar of R$ 3.9 million.

Third-party Services: The increase in this item mainly was due to higher costs of maintenance,
operations and conservation observed in our concessionaires, especially the NovaDutra concession due

to contractual obligations to be carried out.

Concession Fees: The variation in the Concession Fees (including the booking of prepaid expenses)
was due to the increase in the variable portion of the concession fee as a result of increased revenue of
the fixed portion of the adjustment in July 2009 for AutoBAn, ViaOeste and Renovias, and the increase
in amortization in regard to RodoAnel fixed concession. Concession fees (including the booking of
prepaid expenses) per concessionaire in 2Q10 was: R$ 41.8 million for AutoBAn, R$ 13.4 million for
ViaOeste, R$ 294,000 for ViaLagos, R$ 3.1 million for Renovias and R$ 19.3 million for RodoAnel

Oeste.

Personnel Costs: This item rose mainly due to the increase in headcount (+786 employees), distributed
as follows: 353 employees due to the startup of operations of Line 4, 211 employees due to the

modification of the ViaOeste collection system plus a 4% collective pay raise that occurred in March/10.

Other Costs: Other Costs (materials, insurance, rentals, marketing, travel, electronic toll collection and
others) increased as a result of the following factors: incorporation of Controlar’'s costs, higher
consumption of materials for highway and equipment conservation and maintenance by RodoNorte,
greater use of the highway by frequent users who have a 50% discount on their monthly electronic toll

bills conceded by ViaOeste.

The Ponte and ViaLagos concessionaires have 2770-type foreign currency denominated loans
protected by swap agreements. ViaQuatro has equipment purchase loans pegged to the U.S. dollar and
the euro and contracted hedge operations, to protect its future cash flows. The current agreements
protect the Company’s cash flows against exchange rate variation risks (beneficiary end of the swap
agreement) in exchange for a certain percentage of the CDI rate in the same period (guarantor end of
the swap agreement). In addition to the above, ViaQuatro contracted hedge operations by acquiring call
options with the objective of protecting against the variations of Libor above 4.5% p.a., until the end of
the financing agreement in 2023. The RodoAnel concessionaire has a loan denominated in foreign
currency that is protected by a hedge contracts, so that cash flows maturing in the next 24 months are
protected against foreign exchange variations, whereas the interest rate (Libor) is fixed for the next five

years. These financial protection estimates are stated in Explanatory Note 24 of the ITR for 2Q10.

The exchange rate variation of the gross debt is booked every month under financial revenue or
expenses, depending on the variation of the Brazilian Real against other currencies in the same period.

The devaluation of the Real against the U.S. dollar was 1.2% during the quarter and 3.5% accumulated



for the same period of last year, when there was an appreciation of 15.7% on the quarter and 16.5% for
the first half.

The item “Monetary Variation” of “Financial Expenses” presented a result of R$ 17.0 million during the
quarter, due to the variation in the IGP-M for the period (2.84% in 2Q10 compared to -0.32% in 2Q09).
In 1H10, the negative result was R$ 35.1 million.

The increase in the variation in “Interest on Loans, Financing and Debentures” item of the “Financial
Expenses” was due to the 36.7%, higher debt stock compared to 2Q09. The increase in this item was a
result of the NovaDutra concessionaire (Granting of Subordinated Debt in July/09 in the amount of R$
347 million), ViaOeste (Issue of Debentures in Dec/09 of R$ 250 million) and CCR holding (Issue of
Debentures in Aug/09 for R$ 598 million), an RodoAnel’'s long-term financing in 2009 (R$ 750 million in
October and US$ 500 million in December/09).

The increase in the item “Other Financial Expenses” (fees, tariffs, commissions and other) was mainly
due to provisions for interest on tax installment payments and commissions on loans involving the
Autoban concessionaire.

CCR’s Consolidated Net Income totaled R$ 156.2 million (-14.1%) in 2Q10 and R$ 291.7 million (-
13.7%) in the 1H10.

For the preparation of the Pro Forma 2Q10 report presented above, RodoAnel’s deferred tax asset was
booked and ViaQuatro’'s the mark-to-market hedge effect was excluded. With regard to Pro Forma
1H10, besides the previously mentioned adjustments, also eliminated was the non-recurring result
reported in 1Q10.
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The Company’'s Net Debt was at extremely comfortable levels (Net Debt/EBITDA last 12 months =
1.62x), with 78% of the Gross Debt being denominated in national currency and 83% maturing in the

long term. The increase in the Gross Debt over the quarter was chiefly due to the following funding

operations:

restoration of BR 376 pavement and maintenance of PR 151.
